Before each of us is set, sin or virtue, life or 
death, and each of us are free to choose the one or the other.  
  
Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 2:6-10  
Paul explains to the Corinthians that there are two different kinds of 
wisdom — the wisdom of God and the wisdom of the world. The 
wisdom of God is mysterious, but this wisdom has been revealed “to 
those who love him” through the Spirit.  
  
Gospel: Matthew 5:17-37  
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus tells the people he has come to 
fulfill the law. He speaks strongly against murder and anger, against 
adultery and lust, and against false oaths and lies. He warns the 
people that unless their virtue exceeds that of the Pharisees, they
